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Cancellation of Class

1) Classes may be cancelled or substituted due to unavoidable circumstances such as the instructors’ illnesses
and accidents. If the reason for the cancellation lies with the school, it will set up a make-up class as a
matter of principle. The school may contact you by phone in case of sudden cancellation.

2) Classes may be cancelled due to unavoidable circumstances such as disruption of the transit system and
natural disasters. In such cases where the reason falls outside the school’s responsibility, the school will
decide whether to set up make-up classes or not. In the case of natural disasters, the school will make
every effort to keep you informed through its website.
