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2) Documents concerning financial sponsorship

We send you the form. Financial sponsor (hereafter, 'sponsor') is to draft sign.

Annual cost in Tokyo is typically approximately 3million yen including tuition and living
expenses.

2. Current balance certificate
If the sponsor has multiple bank accounts, submit a statement for each account.
Do not merge those balance into one account to avoid suspicion.

3. Bank statement
Submit copy of bankbook for past 1 years that shows process of reaching current balance.
If the sponsor provides multiple accounts, make sure to prepare for each account.

4. Employment Certificate

Different kind of employment certificate is required.

o|f the sponsor is employed by a company or organization, provide an employment certificate.
olf the applicant is an executive of a company or organization, provide a proof such as
Certificate of All Historical Matters, with his/her name on it.

o|f the applicant is a business owner, provide a business permit.

5. Tax Declaration Form or Tax Payment Certificate of the past 3 years

It must be issued by public authority and state sponsor's annual income.

6. Official statement certifying relationship between the applicant and sponsor

olf the sponsor is the applicant's parent or sibling and this relationship is already proven by
above-mentioned documents, the sponsor does not need to provide this. However, application
from Chinese citizen still needs Family Relationship Certificate (B iERI{R2AEEE) with an
official English translation.

olf the applicant is sponsored by a company or organization located in Japan, provide an
invitation letter issued by such body.

elf the sponsor is a company or organization located outside Japan, provide order of Japanese
language training.

1) Please make sure that each certificate has issuer's name, title and address of the institutions, contact details. It
would be preferred that they have issuer's signature.

2) All the certificates must be issued within 3 months before Nichibei makes decision on specified date.

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4. Refund Policy

-If the student wishes to withdraw from the class, a written notice must be submitted to the
office by 5pm on the Friday of the previous week.

The selection fee and admission fee will not be refunded.

-If the student withdraws before entering Japan, full tuition refund will be made upon returning
Admission certificate and the Certificate of Eligibility. Without any written notice by 5pm Friday
prior to the term start date, tuition for one term (3 months) will not be refunded for any reason.

- After entering Japan, tuition for two terms (6 months) will not be refunded regardless of the
timing of withdrawal.

-If the student withdraws after the third term, remaining tuition will be refunded based on a
weekly rate after deducting a cancellation fee of 20%. If the student contacts us after 5pm
Friday of the previous week of withdrawal date, the tuition for the week will not be refunded.

-When we received payment from a credit card, we will reimburse the refund to the credit card.

- The beneficiary is responsible for all fees associated with refund.

-If the student is expelled for breaking Japanese laws or school rules and regulations, the
student will not be eligible for a refund.

Student Life

B Living expenses

Standard living in Tokyo will cost approximately 60,000yen per month, on top of tuition and rent.
We advise that you make sufficient preparation for managing your monthly expenses for tuition
rent living costs. Students in the 2-year General Course will be eligible to work part-time up to
28 hours per week if they obtain work permit from the Immigration Services Agency. If you wish
to apply for the permission, please apply at the airport when you enter Japan. ice. However, we
recommend that you do not start any part-time job during your first month as you will need to
acclimate to new school life.

B Medical Consultation

Nichibei JLI offers a periodic medical check-up to students enrolled in the 2-year General

Course. In addition, we have a bed and a medical supply for emergencies.

X If you are a long-term resident, you must join the National Health Insurance System. You can
enrol in the insurance system when you visit the city office for residence registration and 30%
of medical treatment cost is covered.

Frequently Asked Questions (FAQS)

Q1- How do | choose the course?
A1- If you need a student visa, please apply for the 2-year General Course. On the other
hand, if you reside in Japan or visit Japan on a tourist visa, please apply for the Short-
term Course. For more details, please check page 20.

Q2- Can | come to the school by bicycle?
A2- Yes, you may use parking space of COMORE YOTUSYA (Free for the first 2 hours and
100yen for 8 hours thereafter).

Q3- Which class am | going to be studying in?

A3- If you have never studied Japanese before, you will be in Basic 1 class and there is no
need to take a test. However, if you have studied Japanese before, you will take a
placement test in prior to the course start.

At the end of each term, you students will take a term-end test. Based on result of this
test, attendance and class performance during the term, we will decide their class in
the next term.

Q4-1 am not able to take class every day. Do you offer other courses?
A4- Yes, we also offer Part-time Program (weekday evening and Saturdays) and private
lessons.
